Electronic resources and network are

very popular nowadays.

can be obtained via Internet.  When libraries
faces the challenge of budget shrinkage. there
are many discussion on the issue that whether
access will replace ownership in developing
library collections. Some librarians argue
that electronic resources will substitute the
print materials, and many materials will be
published on demand. Therefor the concept
of ownership should be abandoned and it is
the library's responsibility to help users to
access to the materials when they need. The
others argue that the library should maintain
the concept of ownership. The larger the
collection, the better the service that library
can provide to its users. Only rarely used
materials will be obtained from outside.

University librariesin Taiwan are taking
al efforts to promote the use of electronic
resources. It seems that there are few
appropriate collection development policies
for electronic resources. And, the
acquisition and utility of electronic resources
are not based on the users needs. This
study investigates how electronic resources
are used by university professors. Views
on electronic resources and the concept of
access and ownership are aso compared
between professors and librarians. The
result indicates that it is popular among
professors to use electronic resources. The
type of electronic resource is an important
factor when professors decide whether to use
or not use electronic resources. Viewpoints
concerning the strength and weakness of
electronic resources are very similar for both
professors and librarians. However, there
are gignificant differences between them
about the fee-based service of electronic
resources.
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
