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The purpose of this study is to evaluate the effectiveness of implementing
Evidence-based reviews into Evidence-based medicine teaching of interns. In
the Department of Family Medicine, National Taiwan University Hospital,
one-hour EBM introductory course was given with complement of web-based
teaching materials for each group of students. The study group also had the
instruction of using EBM reviews while the controlled group did not. Every
student presented their cases in case conferences and teachers preformed
evaluation according to the questionnaire designed by study group. Both
students and teachers were not aware of the group assignments. The results
revealed that EBM reviews did help study group to get higher scores for
describing the content of cited articles, including study methods and
conclusions. Among the ten evaluation items, six of them had over 70% of
students with whose performance of EBM was considered as “agree” or “very
agree” by the teachers. Students got lower scores for three items: indicating
search keywords of cited articles, the categories of the articles and the ability
of evaluating the articles.
