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Abstract

This thesis is to explore the historical process of the abolitionism from the gradual
to the immediate emancipation of the British anti-slavery movement in the 1820s, which
centers on Elizabeth Heyrick (1769-1831, abbreviated as Heyrick), who was the first
advocate on both sides of the Atlantic to propose the immediate abolition of slavery. As
the initiator, she confronted the multiple predicaments. First of all, most of the
contemporary public opinion and abolitionists supported the gradual emancipation.
Secondly, the influence of slave-holders infiltrated into the parliament, which leaded to
the expansion of British Empire get entangled with the slave-holders’ interests. Finally,
due to her gender role, Heyrick had no rights to petition and vote in Parliament. Given

that dilemma, this study analyzes how Heyrick applied social resources and found out

channels through her insights into the current situation of the British society, and the

grasp of other abolitionists’ important arguments, combining interpersonal networks, such

as families, friendship and religious groups——to create possibilities for immediate

emancipation and boycott movement.

In order to clarify the relationships of Heyrick’s claims and actions, this research
discusses her written discourses separately from local practices. As for the written
discourses, taking the Heyrick’s four pamphlets published in 1824 as the main axis, I

examine how Heyrick interweaved the discourses of religion / human rights and
economy  nation to construct the pivotal arguments of her immediate abolition claim.

Furthermore, I put her discourses into the social contexts.
As for local practices, I choose the boundary-crossing perspective to analyze the
boycott movement promoted by Heyrick in 1825-1830. First, I explore Heyrick’s

practical strategies and gender discourses in the boycott movement, and explain how these

reflect her cognitions and thoughts about different social classes and gender groups.
Secondly, I analyze how Heyrick integrated the networks of family, friends and religious
groups as a resource to organise a Female Anti-Slavery Society and put the boycott
movement into practice. Last but not least, with the local mobilization of the Female Anti-
Slavery Society, this article observes how women constructed their gender identities and
empowered themselves in the abolitionism.

In view of the fact that the studies of abolitionism history from the perspective of
“separate spheres” couldn’t effectively explain Heyrick's social status as a middle-class
woman and an important promoter of the anti-slavery movement. Therefore, this article
puts forward the concept of intersection and boundaries crossing, which focuses on her
intersectional life experiences in different social fields. With this concept, this reasearch
looks forward to discussing and supplementing the studies of abolitionism history and
gender history.
