Abstract
Wei-Jin Dynasties were wedged between the glorious Han and Tang Dynasties
without any comparable political-economic greatness. Our contemporary scholars
have begun to note the significant scholastic development that took place during the
period, however, most studies and publication have been lavished on Mystical and
literary aspects of such scholarship, rather than the loftier topics of: the depth and

period’s overal
scholastic achievement; or, the aspects of the milieu that fostered just such a
scholastic culture. Qian Mu was a revered Historian and Philosopher, and a prolific
author. The tomes of his writings across various fields contain many references to
and comments on Weli-Jin scholarship. My proposal is to classify and analyze his
views according to the four divisions (Jin, Shi, Zi, Ji) of scholastic documentation. |
shall also incorporate other remark-worthy points of view by other scholars for
comparison. This work should serve to put in full display the depth and breadth of
Qian’s own scholarship on these subjects, and hopefully provide some guidance to
the aspiring students to come.
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
