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Analysis on trends for healthcare expenditures in Taiwan

Like the industrialized West, Taiwan has experienced the rapid growth of healthcare costs,
Per capita health spending in Taiwan has increased more than eightfold from NT$ 2805 in 1980 to
NT$ 23,419 in 2000. Factors accounting for the healthcare expenditure increase include popula-
tion aging, economic development, the expansion of health insurance, the increased supply of
healthcare resources, and the diffusion of medical technology. The results of healthcare expendi-
ture decomposition indicated that the annual increase rate of per capita volume-intensity has dra-
matically declined from 8.0-12.0% to 2.9% after the introduction of the National Health Insurance,
and (2) unexpectedly per capita volume-intensity for the National Health Insurance became de-
creased after adjusting for the level of accreditation. Based on the above findings, the paper
further discussed the policy implications for the National Health Insurance. (Taiwan J Public
