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Abstract: World heritage promotes tourism which is followed by the overall development of a society. However,
impropriate touristsic behaviors have produced damage and pollution to the peculiar environment of the heritage sites,
therefore, are posing a danger of degrading the peculiarity the local resources on these sites. The authors believe that
adopting sustainable development strategy is the only choice to develop healthy world heritage tourism. World heritage
education is found to be helpful to impel people to ensure the integrity of the ecosystem of the sites and respect the local
community’ s culture. And it also enables the locals to share the social and economic profits. This paper targets
ecotourism as a sustainable world heritage tourism development mode, groups the stakeholders involved in ecotourism
projects according to their influences and ilnponance," frames an ecotourism and world heritage education strategy
characterizing different groups in order to enable the stakeholders to understand world heritage and the importance of its
protection to arouse their enthusiasm to protect heritages. The paper also formulates an optimized ecotourism planning.
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
